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The Study of Conceptual Polysemy from Discourse

Abstract

In this paper, we have examined the Mandarin attributive adjective lao within the
framework of Lexical Concepts and Cognitive Models (LCCM) (Evans 2006, 2007,
2009), and have discussed how the context plays an essential role in constructing
conceptual polysemy. This study suggests that the meaning of a lexical item is defined
partly by its original meaning and partly by its relation with other words in the
context. Such linguistic phenomenon is considered as conceptual polysemy. LCCM
consists of lexical representation and semantic composition: the former contains
two central constructs, namely, lexical concepts and cognitive models, while the
latter includes two cognitive processes, namely, lexical concept selection and fusion.
LCCM clearly illustrates how lexical concepts are selected, how cognitive models
are profiled, and how the activated concepts and models are integrated to produce an
appropriate interpretation from the context. The result of this paper has shown that
the meaning associated with the adjective lao is protean, and its conceptual semantic
interpretation is sensitive to the context in which it occurs.
